4. to raise funds for the club and CHARITY

Competition Format

Each participant shall pay and select their kois during the September Young Koi 
Charity show.  ( Sept 25~26) at Selangor Chinese Assembly Hall. They will grow 
their koi for 6 months and bring it back to compete with all the other participants 
at a specially organised show. 

There will be 2 categories:

Open category: Kois are judge according to ZNA/ SHINKOKAI guidelines.

Best growth:  Kois are judge for their growth rate during the 6 months.

To encourage all participants to bring their fish back for judging although they 
know that they do not stand a chance of winning for whatever reasons, 5 lucky 
draw prizes of RM500 each. (Prize winners in Group a & B are not entitled to this 
draw)

Details of fish selection

Held during the Koi show on Sunday Sept 26, participants will draw a lot which 
will assign him/her the tank number and his turn to select the koi. All participants 
shall have at least 2 hours to view the kois before drawing lots. 

The 100 kois shall be divided into 5 Tanks and each participant shall be given 
only 2 minutes to make his pick, failing which he will be relegated to the end of 
the queue. This will also to emphasise on the element of luck in this friendly 
competition. By doing this, novices have an equal chance at picking a good koi. 

Identification of fish

Photograph of each koi (2 copies) will be taken to identify the fish. One 
photograph will be placed on a simple certificate will be given to the participant. 
The 2nd photograph will be kept by the club for identification purpose on the day 
of the judging.



Eligibility 

ZNA Malaysia Koi Club Members are eligible to participate. 

For Non Members: To be a member, firstly the applicant must be proposed & 
seconded by 2 existing members and shall be forwarded to the Club's secretary, 
who shall at the 1st convenient opportunity, submit it to the Club's committee for 
approval. 
Every applicant whose application has been approved as aforesaid shall, upon 
payment of the prescribed entrance fee (RM100) and 1st annual subscription 
(RM120) be admitted as a member of the Club and shall be entitled to all the 
privileges of membership.

SHOW RULES & REGULATIONS FOR JUDGING 

Show Tank:
All kois will be placed in common tanks for Judging. As the kois have been in the 
country for 6 months, it is unlikely that KHV will be a problem. However, risk form 
other common pathogens and parasites if present are inevitable and participation 
is at the owner’s risk.. Participants are advised not to mix their competition kois 
with new kois.

Photos
The size of photographs must be 4R. Six copies of each photograph should clearly 
show the Koi occupying at least two-thirds of the photograph. Only blue colored tubs 
should be used as background. It would be much appreciated if all competitors could 
kindly comply with this requirement, as the same photographs would be printed on all 
Prize Winning Certificates.

Benching:
Benching will be from 3.00pm to 10.00pm on Friday, 24th Sept. 2004. No Koi will be 
accepted after 10.00pm.

Judging:
Judging will be carried out on Saturday morning , Sept 25
